June 29, 1895

Dear Brother John –


We recieved your two dollars ($2.00) and was glad to get it, each get .50¢. But I do not think I will be here the fourth. I will be on my way to meet you in Escanaba, I think I will go tomorrow on the Ludington for there has been no coal boat in here for three weeks.
Harry graduated last night and he gave his oration first.  It was “The New Tyranny. All the High school got up in the Gallery and and as soon as they all got on the stage we gave the yell. And Harry was the first to speak and after got through we gave it a gain. They all did very well and after they were through the people went and congratulated them and Mrs. Pierce congratulated Mayme for having such a nice boy as Harry. What do you think about people thinking Mayme the Mother of a boy 17.

Harry got a bunch of flowers from Cora Johnson. He got a dozen roses from Tim Egan, $1.00 from Uncle Pat. $1.00 from Aunt Hannah.

Harry had his picture taken this morning with the class and has not come home yet (12-15 noon). Do not be surprised if you see me jump over the rail in Escanaba a few more trips.

Well next year I will be a second year.

Ohell I think this is a long letter. Tell Frenchy I will be there soon. Hopin to see you soon.
