I gave Ed $5.00 which you owed him as per Ma’s instructions which foots to a total of 30.00 which togeather with a previous consignment of 30.00 in --- makes a grand total of sixty dollars ($60.00). Deducting from this sixty dollars, your credit of fifty dollars ($50.00) against Charles’ educational fund we have a net balance to your debit in Ma’s favor of ten dollars ($10.00). To be exceedingly candid; Ma says you now owe her ten. Is this correct. Nothing of importance has or is happening at home.  Ma continues very well and Charley is about the same. The kid is morose & rather touchy since McGovern was licked. Your   --- --- is sent under separate cover. There is a lewd picture in it which has no place in a magazine patronized by moral young men.
