Dear John –


I rec’d your letter yesterday. And was glad etc. A dirty ex-Priest with his wife an ex-nun is speaking here. If the people here only had the nerve they have in Escanaba. They’d hang him enclosed find one of his hand-bills. He is an Irishman & the Citizen gave his whole history a couple of weeks ago. He was given 3 chances to stop drinking & was then fired from the church. He paid $1000 fine in New York for selling obsene literature, and served 8 months out west for slander. He dresses as a priest & his wife as a sister. Rochee is rushing Francis Zechel now. No one has Hattie. The Naiad is expected here in a day or two to lay up. The Virginia is laid up. James Egan is waiting impatiently for navigation to open. There is about 6 inches of snow here to-day and I hear there is skating on the creek. Chas and I are working hard all morning taking down screens 7 putting up double windows. & you know how things are around here when such jobs are being done. I have a 30 page debate to learn by heart and its a job too. The only attendents to that speech was a lot of ignorant scouts. Mayor Vilas wouldn’t give him any extra police and he gave Vilas a terrible calling down at his last speech “for gents only.” We got a picture of you eating your dinner, all you have on your plate is two potatoes. Mayme said the first thing. I wonder Johnny wasn’t more polite than to take two potatoes. There is a new dead --- business college ---Armstrong. His fathers is that rich lumberman up north that Uncle Harry always works for. He’s around with the boys now. They carried him home election night with a terrible jag & his on 16 years old. He & Ben Johnson board at Sanders on the corner. We go up and turn in Kirwans barn after school nights on the old pole. Tom OConner want you to “put in a word for him” with the mate for next season. I guess the darn scout wants to go steamboating but he’d better hold his brichs back there or some son-of-a goose will take him at his word &  --- him. He lost all his clothes & a new satchel & a lot of striff off the Virginia
